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A Letter from Your Vicar... 
 

 

Over Easter a Catholic Bishop made the headlines  

by challenging the Government‘s plans for 

embryo research; in particular the Bishop raised 

Concerns about the right of conscience for 

MP‘s on such an important issue. 
 

Medical research is vital to the development of cures for illnesses 

which otherwise remain life threatening—surely there can be no 

objection to such research at any cost? 
 

This is the real issue.  Can I exercise my right of conscience if 

others might have to bear the consequences of such a decision?  

The answer might not be as simple as it appears.  Can I, for 

instance, if I feel it limits my freedom of choice go without 

wearing a seat belt?  But what if while I exercise this choice I 

lose control of the car?  Conscience then is limited, and for the 

Christian is limited also by the scriptures—The bible has been 

described as God‘s handbook for life—we ignore it at our peril—

and exercising rights of conscience while defying God‘s clear 

instructions is at best foolish, and at worst eternally futile. 
 

Many Christians are not sure what God‘s word the Bible has to 

say+, and I would invite you to discover it for yourself.  If you feel 

you would  benefit from a course, then Christianity Explored may 

be for you.  This is a short DVD based exploration of the basics 

of the Christian faith, and a new course will be starting on a 

midweek evening at the end of April.  Do contact me to find out 

more.  It may be the best decision you have ever made!

PLEASE PRAY FOR THE FOLLOWING: 
 
QATAR – THANK the Lord for the new church and the development 
of other church buildings, and PRAY the Emir will grant further 
freedoms to Christians including Qatar citizens who have converted 
to Christianity. 
 
SAUDI ARABIA – PRAY that the expatriate Christians and also Saudi 
nationals who are converts may have grace to live with the daily 
discrimination and contempt which most have to face. 
 
EGYPT – PRAISE God that two Egyptian Christians from a Canadian 
human rights organisations, arrested when they investigated a 
suspicious death of an Egyptian Christian, have been acquitted of 
charges and released. PRAY for the quick release for the other 
members of the same organisation, the Middle East Christian 
Association, who have been arrested, 
 

A Christian school for African (mainly Sudanese) refugees – THANK 
the Lord that despite many disruptions as pupils and teachers come 
and go during the school year, the exam results were good. 
 
THANK the Lord for the release, on the basis of erroneous 
information, of Shadia Ibrahim. 
 
EGYPT, ETHIOPIA, INDIA, BURMA (MYANMAR) – PRAY that 
impoverished Christians will be able to resist the temptation of 
money, jobs, cars and children‘s education in return for conversion 
from Christianity to another faith. 
 

INDIA – Sugalimetta village, Andhra Pradesh states – PRAY that the 
pastor and church members will have courage and confidence in 
God‘s protection following damage to their church and personal 
threats to the pastor by Hindu extremists. 
 
PRAY that the view that Christianity is a foreign religion and all 
Indians must be Hindus (even though there have been Christians 
there for around 2,000 years) will change and that Christians will be 
accepted in the North where Christianity is less integrated into Indian 
culture and society than in the South. 
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 only army experience and do not necessarily have the skills needed 

in administration.  There is an urgent appeal for anyone from this 

country with specific skills to spend from one to six months in the 

Sudan to help in training and reconstruction. If anyone is interested 

please let me know (643120). 

 

The two main areas of concern at the moment are: 

 

Darfur. - Things are very complex, the rebels of which there are 

several different bodies are now fighting amongst themselves, and 

therefore are unable to agree on any peace proposals put to them.  

The 'janjaweed' - the nomad camel owning northerners whom the 

government armed to restore order have got out of hand, the 

Government promised to disarm them but has been unable to do so. 

The U.N Security Council has mandated an African Union/UN 

peacekeeping force but there is no prospect of US or UK involvement 

owing to their commitments in Afghanistan and Iraq.  There are also 

many logistic hazards such as availability of transport and helicopters. 

 

Abyei -  This is in our old district and the place where the northern 

Messenia Arabs and southern Ngok Dinka meet. Its status is 

disputed. An independent commission had no doubt it belonged to 

the Ngok Dinka, but this was not accepted by the government of the 

Sudan. Discussions continue, the latest news is that a southerner, 

Lino War and a northerner, Abdullah Zacharia Idris have been 

appointed to look into the matter. It so happens that I have contacts 

with both. I think the most disturbing thing is the influence of the 

Chinese; they control and take most of the oil and supply arms to the 

government. However, our son Christopher spent a week in 

Khartoum in January giving a series of lectures to one of the 

Sudanese medical associations, the members were delighted to see 

him. He also met many of our old friends. Everyone was as 

welcoming and friendly as ever. 

 

Finally; please remember that Sudan Church Association needs your 

prayers, old stamps and postcards. There is box in the church. These 

have raised £350,000 for the Sudan Church Association so far.  MT. 
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Some News of The Sudan 

One of the 'Outside Giving' by our PCC is to the Sudan Church 

Association. This provides the income for the Sudanese Bishops and 

care is taken to ensure that funds go straight to them with no 

autocratic intervention on the way. The Archbishop, the Most 

Reverend Dr Joseph Marona has now retired. He has worked 

steadfastly in conciliation between the north and south since the 

'Comprehensive Peace Agreement' was signed three years ago. He 

very selflessly thought it better for his successor as Archbishop to 

come to the Lambeth Conference due to be held this year. The new 

Archbishop, elected at a Province Synod in February was the Bishop 

of Renk and Secretary of the Bishops' Council,. the Most Reverend 

Daniel Deng. He has been asked to address the Sudan Pensioners 

Association and we hope to meet him and all the Bishops at our 

meeting in Salisbury in July. 

 

 It is not possible to give too many extracts from the Sudan Church 

Review, but it is clear that most of the bishops in the southern Sudan 

who have been in exile in Kenya or Uganda have now been able to 

return and rebuild the church life in their diocese. Bishop Peter Amidi 

of Lainya Diocese writes "I must say that a lot has happened. This 

used to be a 'no go' area because of its proximity to the battle front. 

The congregation was about ten in those days, but now the pro-

cathedral is full with 750 in the congregation and on festive occasions 

there is no space, and many of the congregation is outside looking 

through the windows. Many are coming home but need water, 

schools and clinics. We have to start in a humble way; my home is a 

tukul (round mud hut) with two rooms, until recently we had no light 

except for a lantern but kind friends have donated a solar light, but 

water is a problem".  

 

The Chairman of the SCA reports that although there is peace 

between north and south, there is still very little infrastructure. Staffing 

for the ministry is in place but there is a need for urgent training at 

every level. Many of those appointed to the new ministries have had 
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PRAY that the Indian state of Uttarakhand will not pass anti-
conversion legislation aimed at preventing Hindus from converting to 
Christianity and that this law passed in seven other states will be 
abandoned. 
 
BURMA (MYANMAR) – PRAY for the protection of our brothers and 
sisters who are forced labour for the army mine sweeping, and that 
their faith may not fail in the prolonged time of trial. 
 
LAOS – PRAY for the survival of the Church; the government 
appears to be trying to eliminate Christianity from the country. 
 
SOMALIA - PRAY for the protection of the few Somali Christians 
facing danger from Wahhabi extremists and for the Somali Christians 
in other countries who know they can never return home. 
 
ERITREA - THANK the Lord that Helen Berhane, a Christian singer, 
and her daughter have arrived safely in Denmark although Helen is 
no longer able to walk following her treatment in prison.  PRAY for the 
other Christians of Eritrea less prominent than Helen who suffer the 
same kind of persecution or worse. 
 
EUROPE - PRAY that European Christians will be aware of Islamic 
intentions to Islamise Europe through mission and through 
transforming the structures and institutions; that Christians be wise in 
safe-guarding their Judaeo-Christian heritage and freedom and will 
courageously hold by their faith and proclaim it without compromise. 
 
KENYA - PRAY for the Cana Girls Rescue Home and for the 
Christians who care for the traumatised girls there and that they will 
be able to be channels of peace and hope. 
 
TANZANIA - A Muslim-background Christian, ―J‖, asks for prayer for 
his country where the introduction of shari‘s law alongside the existing  
secular law is being debated and where, because of this a church 
leader opposed has been arrested and imprisoned.  PRAY for ―J‖ and 
other Christians as they reach out to Muslims and share with them 
the language of love and try to come to one understanding where 
everyone will be free to speak their mind and make decisions. 
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Tolerance 
 

Tolerance is perhaps a surprising subject for a parish magazine. 
Wouldn‘t you rather expect an article about love, joy, or some other 
fruit of the Spirit? To many minds, tolerance is associated with 
political correctness and moral relativism, not with Christianity. In this 
view, to tolerate someone requires us not to believe anything which 
might conflict with their way of life. Our society calls Christians 
‗intolerant‘ because we believe in things (such as heaven and hell, 
and moral absolutes) which make others feel uncomfortable. 
 
According to the dictionary, to tolerate is ‗to endure with patience or 
impunity: to allow to exist‘ and toleration is ‗the liberty given to a 
minority to hold and express their own political or religious opinions‘. 
So tolerance is actually about how we respond to others‘ beliefs and 
ways of life. Our own beliefs cannot make us intolerant, whatever 
they are, unless they cause us to abuse or persecute others. Yes, 
some Christians do behave intolerantly. But Jesus did not. Unlike 
many in his society, Jesus accepted and revelled in the presence of 
outcasts like prostitutes and tax collectors. He not only tolerated such 
people, He loved them – and Christians should do the same. 
 
Tolerance has a negative edge: it implies accepting without loving. 
This does not sit well with the Christian ideal, so why write about it? 
Two reasons: firstly, loving our neighbour is impossible unless we first 
tolerate them. I think sometimes we are in danger of forgetting this 
simple fact. Secondly, sometimes we Christians need to use the 
world‘s language as well as our own. Our society has subtly redefined 
tolerance, so Christians and others who hold strong beliefs are now, 
incorrectly, criticised as intolerant. We are in danger of losing an 
argument without realising it – in danger of Christ being tarred as 
intolerant when he is anything but. So let‘s stand up for the true 
meaning of tolerance, and then by our actions show the world that 
Christ is tolerant as well as loving.
