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Trinity Sunday (18 May) 

Trying to explain the doctrine of the Trinity has kept many a 

theologian busy down the centuries.   One helpful picture is to 

imagine the sun shining in the sky.  The sun itself ï way out there in 

space ï unapproachable in its fiery majesty ï is the Father.  The light 

that flows from it, and which illuminates all our lives, is the Son.  The 

heat that flows from it, and which gives us all the energy to move and 

grow,  is the Holy Spirit.   You cannot have the sun without its light 

and its heat.  The light and the heat are from the sun, are of the sun, 

and yet are also distinct in themselves, with their own roles to play. 

The Bible makes clear that God is One God, who is disclosed in three 

persons:  Father, Son (Jesus Christ) and Holy Spirit.   For example:   

Deuteronomy 6:4   óHear O Israel, The Lord our God, the Lord is 

one..ô 

Isaiah  45:22   óTurn to me and be savedé for I am God, and there is 

no otherô 

Genesis 1:1-2   óIn the beginning God createdé. And the Spirit of 

God was hoveringéô  

Judges 14:6 etc    óThe Spirit of the Lord came upon him in poweréô 

John 1:1-3   óIn the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with 

God, and the Word was God.  He was with God in the beginning.  

Through him all things were made; without him nothing was made 

that has been made.ô   

Luke 24:49  actually manages to squeeze the whole Trinity into one 

sentence.  Jesus tells his disciples:  óI am going to send you what my 

Father has promised; but stay in the city until you have been clothed 

with power (the Holy Spirit) from on high.ô   

In other words,  the sun eternally gives off light and heat, and 

whenever we stand in its brilliant light, we find that the warmth soon 

follows. 
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The Office of Churchwarden 

The office of Churchwardens goes back to Saxon times  In the 14th century 

parishioners were made responsible for providing repairs to the Nave of the 

parish church and for "furnishing utensils for the conduct of the services" 

Repairs to the chancel were met by a tithe on a particular holding or 

building... Gradually responsibilities increased so the Vicar and 

Churchwardens became responsible for good order in the parish, mending 

the roads and appointing a constable to keep the peace. 

 

Things changed with the Local Government Act of 1895 that set up Parish 

Councils, (not to be confused with the Parochial Church Council, P.C.C). 

The old duties of churchwardens are reflected in the Eater Vestry meeting 

when Churchwardens are elected by the whole community. All parishioners, 

whether they are Christian, any faith or none, are entitled to vote. 

Churchwardens are not legally appointed until they have been formally 

admitted by the Archdeacon and heard his 'Charge'. Recently there have 

been Acts of Parliament that have changed the way in which Church  

wardens are elected and perform their duties. It used to be customary for the 

office to be held for a long time. I recently met a lady who had been in office 

for 36 years. Col. Gavin Low, one of our legendry Churchwardens was heard 

to remark when a Vicar was leaving, he was in his late 80's at the time; "We 

must find someone who will stay this time. I can't be expected to go through 

this every ten years". 

 

Churchwardens are "Officers of the Bishop", not just to look after the fabric 

and ornaments of their church, but as the Archdeacon said in a recent 

charge "Look beyond the church walls, incorporate people within the church 

family and make them welcome". Sometimes they are given special duties, 

particularly if a Vicar leaves and there is an interregnum. The 

Churchwardens are appointed Sequestrators and take over the running of 

affairs until a new Vicar in instituted. I became Churchwarden when Rosalind 

de Hailes had to resign. I said I would do three years to cover the 

interregnum and see a new Vicar of the Combined Benefice instituted. I am 

still here 13 years later. Though I did have a gap of a year in the middle, as 

no-one would take over, I had to come back. At the last AGM I said I would 

do one more year, but I have now agreed to stay on for the Christian 

Stewardship Campaign, repairs to St. Peter's and the Vicar's sabbatical. I 

will seek the Bishop's agreement to retire when the Vicar resumes his duties 
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know what may befall you, so you have to accept this and make the 

best of life.

Pioneering work on the edges of 
society 
 

Like many areas in the West Bank, the population 
of Ramallah is faced with rising unemployment and 
poverty in the current climate of instability. The 

Annahda Womenôs Association was founded in 1925 to provide 
humanitarian services to meet the needs of the local community. 
Today, this rehabilitation centre covers a wide range of programmes, 
including social care, vocational training and education for disabled 
people. 
 
In Middle Eastern culture, women and those with disabilities tend to 
be marginalised and denied access to the rights of education, training 
or employment. Now widely considered to be pioneering in its 
approach, the aim of the Annahda Association is to enable disabled 
people to discover and develop their potential so that they can 
become active, confident and independent members of society. 
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Persuing this aim, in 1972 the Annahda Association set up the 
Annahda Centre for Rehabilitation, for children and adults with 
disabilities. Here, children aged 7 to14 learn in a very supportive 
environment that builds on their confidence and focuses on their 
individual needs. 
 
Staff at the Centre also work with each childôs family to help meet 
their rehabilitation needs at home. For older students, the emphasis is 
on training for employment as students learn skills in subjects such as 
sewing, weaving, home economics and agriculture. The Centre then 
works hard to find employment for these young adults, alongside their 
parents and the wider community and continues to provide training 
and support until they become independent. Some of the students go 
on to work at the Centreôs own factory that makes wooden 
educational toys for local nurseries, schools, and centres for disabled 
children. 
 
To help overcome the social stigma attached to disability, the Centre 
has always been very keen to promote integration between children 
with disabilities and non-disabled children. In 1998, it established an 
Inclusive Educational Programme to enable children with special 
educational needs to learn in mainstream schools. This includes 
providing specialist training for teachers in how best to support 
children with disabilities, and encouraging social clubs for the 
disabled children at school. 
 
In a new ground-breaking project, the Centre aims to help overcome 
some of the social and educational difficulties experienced by children 
with disabilities by teaching non-disabled and disabled children 
together in the same classroom. BibleLands has supported this 
project by sending £15,000 towards two new resource rooms where 
the teaching will take place. 
 
These are just some of the ways in which the Annahda Association 
has achieved ground-breaking work in supporting some of the most 
marginalised people in Palestinian society. As the number of disabled 
people in this area continues to grow, this support has never been so 
vital.

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having sat up many nights bottle feeding one twin whilst his wife 
breast fed the other. The third book was Dr. Spock. He understood 
the difficulty his captors were having getting someone to get him a 
book in English, especially if they did not speak the language and 
could not draw attention to the fact that they wanted a book in 
English. Eventually he managed to get pencil and paper and to draw 
a picture of a Penguin. He was then shown a book entitled "Great 
Escapes" and the next "When I went out one May morning". He drew 
attention to the fact that everyone understood symbols even if they 
did not speak the same language. He said that being a sincere 
believer since he was a choir boy, he could remember the prayers 
and services in the prayer book and this had strengthened him. He 
said he could not understand why the Church of England had given 
up the prayer book. He did not believe in learning by rote, but the set 
services remained in his mind and he remembered the prayers. In 
fact, every day in the morning he would save a small morsel of bread 
and would save a drop of water, then at night he would go through 
the Communion Service Also every night he said the third Evening 
Prayer Collect Lighten our Darkness. He could not get on with 
extempore prayer as this tended to lead to hysterical prayer in an 
emergency. To him the prayer book was comforting, helpful, 
sustaining. His comments about his sadness of not using the prayer 
book was echoed by the audience with loud applause. He spoke of 
"coming out after five years of not seeing daylight and how he had 
been advised to be like a diver and come up slowly to avoid the 
bends. 
 
He spoke of visiting a dying lady whose son was also a hostage. 
whilst he was with her, she was given the news that her son had been 
beheaded. She was silent for a while and then she said that now she 
knew what the mothers of those killed by bombing and enemy action 
were going through. 
 
He spoke of his wife who for five long years had brought up their 

children and kept the family going and even though on one occasion 

she was told he was dead, did not believe it and carried on keeping 

faith. He did mention she was Irish. He is someone who is not angry 

with those he trusted for betraying him. He said that somewhere 

along the way an action, a word had been misunderstood and that led 

to his imprisonment. He said that in life if you take a certain path you 
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Sears for her entry. Our May meeting (15th) we vote on the 
Resolutions and Christine Stone is going to give us a talk on myths 
and legends. 
 
At the Spring Council Meeting in Portsmouth Terry Waite was the 
main speaker. Set out below is a précis of his talk given to the packed 
audience in the Portsmouth Guildhall. It was stiflingly and unbearable 
hot, but we were so entranced that we could have sat there all night. 
 
We had been warned we would be in tears and in fits of laughter, and 
we were.  Before Terry Waite's talk, however, we were told that our 
proposal concerning the safety of sex workers (which had the support 
of the Bishop of Portsmouth) had been favourably received by 
Parliament and that a Bill was going through. 
 
Terry Waite told us of the horrors of being blindfolded, being taped 
from head to foot in masking tape, of being squashed into a box and 
when they could not get his knees to straighten, the box being too 
small, of being put in a refrigerator. Fortunately he was able to free 
his hands a little and open the catch on the door so that he got a little 
air and lived. A friend told him years later that he, the friend, knew 
exactly which year Terry had been taped up because there was a 
world shortage of masking tape that year. He was tortured, the soles 
of his feel were beaten, but as he told his captors, they could break 
his body, but they could never destroy his spiritual being. They 

wanted information but he had no information to give them. 
He was first incarcerated in a place tiled in white:he had a cell of 
which there were a number. He could hear other people but never 

saw them and has never met anyone else who was imprisoned 
there. He would not eat and after a week he was told that if he did 
not, they had ways of making him eat. So he ate. 
 
He did have one chance of escape, but did not take it. He is never 
sure whether it was by accident that a loaded gun was left in the 
toilet. He had been trained to use a gun. He pointed out the gun to his 
guard when he came to escort him back to his cell. 
 
He eventually managed to obtain a book: a very appropriate one on 
the management and bringing up of young children, especially as his 
were either going to university or just going to grammar School. The 
second book was on breast feeding: well, he knew all about that

Fernhurst Choral Society 
 

Giles White, Musical Director of Fernhurst Choral Society will 
celebrate 10 years as Conductor as the choir sing Handelôs Messiah 
in Petworth on Saturday, 24th May. It will be seen by many observers 
as a landmark, as the quality and beauty of the choral singing has 
improved so much during the past 10 years. 
 
Fernhurst Choral was founded in 1953 and is based in the attractive 
West Sussex village of Fernhurst. The choir have been singing on a 
regular basis since then. Rehearsals take place every Monday 
evening and choir members practice on their own during the week.
