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A Letter from Your Vicar... 

In contrast to popular thought, Mothering Sunday  

(March 18th this year) is not a celebration of  

Motherhood, but an old church festival once called 

Laetare Sunday. During the sixteenth century,  

people returned to their "mother church" for a  

service to be held on the fourth Sunday of Lent.  

 

This was either a large local church, or more often the nearest 

Cathedral. Anyone who did this was commonly said to have gone 

'a-mothering' although whether this preceded the term Mothering 

Sunday is unclear. It was often the only time that whole families 

could gather together, if prevented by conflicting working hours. 

 

Traditionally, 16th century servants were given time off to return 

home and visit their mother, often taking a small gift or posy of 

flowers. Better-off servants would bring a special mothering cake. 

At the time, most young people in service lived away from their 

families and welcomed the rare opportunities to spend time with 

them. 

 

Today many churches hold special family services on Mothering 

Sunday, more crucial than ever as traditional family life is eroded. 

 

Hopefully the promise of Simnel Cake will tempt you to join us at 

ñMother churchò on Sunday 28th at 10:30am, as we hold a united 

family service for Mothering Sunday at St Peterôs Lynchmere.
